PROPOSED CONSENT USE ON PORTION 14 OF FARM 709, DARLING CELLARS, DIVISION MALMESBURY

Your application dated 21 January 2016, refers.

By virtue of the authority that is delegated to the Director: Development Services in terms of the decision of Council No. 7.25 dated 13 May 2015 as determined in Section 69(1) of the Swartland Municipal Land Use Planning By-Law (PG 7420 of 3 July 2015), the application for consent use on Portion 14 of Farm 709, Division Malmesbury, is approved in terms of Section 60 of the abovementioned By-law, subject to the conditions that:

1. TOWN PLANNING AND BUILDING CONTROL

a) The consent use permits the establishment of a tourist facility (± 2509m² in extent) that is restricted to markets, music festivals and related gatherings, as well as private functions, to the extent presented in the application;
b) Building plans be submitted to the Director: Development Services for consideration and approval;
c) Sufficient on-site parking be constructed and demarcated as presented in this application;
d) An application be made for a business license at Swartland Municipality as well as a compliance certificate at the West Coast District Municipality;
e) An application for the erection of tourism signs be submitted to the Director: Development Services;
f) This approval is in terms of section 66(2)(w) of the By-law valid for a period of 5 years;

2. WATER

a) Swartland Municipality will not provide any drinking water to the facility;

3. REFUSE REMOVAL

a) Pre-paid refuse tokens be used to pay for every load of refuse that is delivered to the Highlands Landfill;
b) Arrangements are made with Swartland Municipality if special waste (organic matter) is to be discarded;

4. SEWERAGE

a) Sewerage services for domestic sewage can only be supplied by means of a vacuum truck.
