· Sewage is pumped along a sewage pipe from Abbotsdale to the purification works at Malmesbury.  The sewage works were financed from municipal funds by the erstwhile Municipality of Malmesbury and the Swartland Municipality.

8. KALBASKRAAL
8.1 Water:
· Reservoir – the reservoir that serves Kalbaskraal is fed from reservoirs situated at Malmesbury.  These reservoirs were erected from funds granted by the erstwhile Malmesbury Municipality.  (Only 50% of the fixed capital contribution is therefore collected for this component).

9. CHATSWORTH
9.1 Water:
· Reservoir – die reservoir that serves Chatsworth is fed from reservoirs situated at Malmesbury.  These reservoirs were erected from funds granted by the erstwhile Malmesbury Municipality.  (Only 50% of the fixed capital contribution is therefore collected for this component).
