PROPOSED BOUNDARY ADJUSTMENT: EXEMPTION FROM APPROVAL FOR SUBDIVISION OF ERF 1309 AND CONSOLIDATION WITH ERF 1163, RIEBEEK WEST

1. TOWN PLANNING AND BUILDING CONTROL

Reason for approval

1. Section 34 of the By-Law determines the following:

“…34(1) …the subdivision or consolidation of land units does not require approval in terms of this By-Law if it  arises from – 
                
c)  a minor amendment of the common boundary between two or more land units, if the resulting change in area of the relevant properties do not exceed 10 percent of the combined area thereof;…”

The proposal is for an amendment of property boundaries and the amendment is so small, that the proposal qualifies for exemption, in terms of the By-Law.
